TURKEY SHOOT RULES &
INFORMATION

Observe all posted range rules and regulations. They are for the safety of all.
This is a family event. Please conduct yourself with courtesy and respect for
others.

No alcohol or illegal drugs

No person may handle a firearm if physically or mentally impaired by
prescription medication

No loaded firearms except when instructed to load by the Range Safety
Officer (RSO). All firearm actions/breaches must be open until instructed to
load by the RSO.

Keep weapons pointed in a safe direction at all times.

Persons under the age of 18 must be supervised by an adult.

Eye and ear protection is required to shoot a firearm

Decisions of the Judges are final

Personally owned shotguns may be used, however, shooters must use the
shotshells provided by the committee. No privately owned or other corporate
ammunition may be used in the competition. Privately owned ammunition
must remain in automobiles. Participants may utilize a shotgun provided by
the committee.

Shooters may purchase more than one shot in the same event. There will be
multiple events throughout the day. The first event will begin as closely to 9
am as possible and the last event will begin as closely to 4 pm as possible. All
times will be subject to the discretion of the Range Safety Officers. Factors
of decisions may include such items as participation, weather, safety, etc.
Maximum of 10 shots (shooters) per event (except if agreed upon by all
participants and both RSO,s. Events will last as long as it takes to get all
shooters to fire their purchased place.

Closest shot hole to the center of the target wins the event

Winner of each event gets 50% of the receipts for that event.

Follow the instructions of the Range Safety Officers closely. If at any time
you are unsure of the instructions or what to do, ASK.

By order of the Executive Board, the FOP Range is closed to the membership
for firearm use except to shoot in the competition. No other firearms may be
utilized this day unless specifically cleared by both Range Safety Officers.
